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EU herbal monographs in preparation
New assessment - drafts

The HMPC discussed and endorsed draft documents for possible release for public consultation on
Menyanthes trifoliata folium, Species amarae, Species sedativae, and Verbenae citriodorae folium (May
2020) and on Saccharomyces cerevisiae CBS 5926 (July 2020).

The HMPC continued its assessment of Salviae milthiorrhizae radix et rhizoma, Vaccinii macrocarpi
fructus and had a first discussion on Centellae asiaticae herba.

Review of monographs for decision on revision

The HMPC discussed the need to revise the monographs on Juniperi aetheroleum and Juniperi pseudo-
fructus after review of newly available data.

Monograph revisions - finalisation

The Committee discussed and endorsed documents including comments received during public
consultation (if any) for the revised monographs on Rhamni purshianae cortex, Rhei radix, Tanaceti
parthenii herba and Thymi aetheroleum for peer review and possible final adoption at the HMPC May
meeting.

Monograph revisions - drafts

The HMPC had a first discussion on the revision of the monograph on Orthosiphonis folium.
