Having regard to Article 25 of Regulation (EC) No 1901/2006,

Whereas:
(1) The Paediatric Committee has given an opinion on the granting of a product specific waiver.
(2) It is therefore appropriate to adopt a decision granting a waiver.
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Has adopted this decision:
Article 1

A waiver for fasudil (hydrochloride), powder for solution for injection/infusion, concentrate for solution
for infusion/injection, intravenous use, the details of which are set out in the opinion of the Paediatric
Committee of the European Medicines Agency annexed hereto, together with its appendices, is hereby
granted.

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Opinion

1. The Paediatric Committee, having assessed the waiver application in accordance with Article 13 of
Regulation (EC) No 1901/2006 as amended, recommends as set out in the appended summary
report:

e to grant a product-specific waiver for all subsets of the paediatric population and the above
mentioned condition(s) in accordance with Article 11(1)(c) of said Regulation, on the grounds
that the specific medicinal product does not represent a significant therapeutic benefit over
existing treatments for paediatric patients.

The Norwegian Paediatric Committee member agrees with the above-mentioned recommendation
of the Paediatric Committee.

2. The grounds for the granting of the waiver are set out in Annex I.

Annex I

Grounds for the granting of the waiver
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1. Waiver

1.1. Condition:

Treatment of non-traumatic subarachnoid haemorrhage

The waiver applies to:
e all subsets of the paediatric population from birth to less than 18 years of age;

e powder for solution for injection/infusion, concentrate for solution for infusion/injection,
intravenous use;

e on the grounds that the specific medicinal product does not represent a significant therapeutic
benefit as clinical studies(s) are not feasible.
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
