¢ By Underground

The nearest stop for Churchill Place is Canary Wharf station on the Jubilee Line. From East exit
(NB. This is the closest exit to 30 Churchill Place): exit the station and turn left into Upper Bank
Street, turn right at Canada Square and continue straight into Churchill Place.

e By Docklands Light Railway (DLR)
The Agency is a short walk from Canary Wharf station on the DLR. Services run from Bank, Tower

Gateway, Lewisham, Stratford, King George V and Beckton. Exit into The South Colonnade, turn
left towards Canada Square continuing straight into Churchill Place.

e By car
